I would like to express my position against the “Potomac-Appalachian Transmission Highline.” 

I oppose both coal-burning power and the unknown safety of a 765KVA-power line. I support using green sources of power located near the point of use. I also support nuclear power that supplies power to nearby locations (same state and contiguous states).

Our nation must stop using air and water polluting fuel sources. While the coal industry has made some improvements in the burning of low sulfur coal, it is far from a clean source of power.
